1. Leased Premises: The landlord agrees to lease to the tenant the office/suite space as described above for the purposes above.
2. Lease and late charges: The lessee agrees to pay weekly $0.00 to      QS Suites                 every Saturday by 3pm, with a 10% late fee of _______ after 3:30 pm. Three (3) such late payments within a 6-month period will be grounds for termination at the option of the landlord.  If an attorney is retained to collect unpaid rent and fees, lessee will be responsible for all costs for obtaining that attorney.  

There will also be a charge of $50.00 for any check returned by the bank.  

3. Lease Payment Address: Please forward a check or money order and all correspondence to the above address. You may also download the Cash ($) App and make payments to $QSLPAY.  

4. Leasable Area: Suite space is also considered “rentable premises”; the area may be expressed in square feet of all floor space.

5. Re-possession: The lessee upon notice of violation of any term or condition of this agreement shall have seven (7) days to correct that violation, and, if said violation is not corrected within seven (7) days, lessee agrees to vacate and peaceably yield possession of the premises on the tenth (10) day following the notice, in the same good manner, order and condition as they were at the commencement of the lease.  

The landlord may use such reasonable force as it may deem necessary for the purpose of gaining admittance to and retaking possession of the premises.  All rent, additional rent and other amounts under this lease are due to the landlord upon repossession.  The tenant hereby releases the landlord from all actions, proceedings, claims and demands whatsoever for and in respect of forcible entry or any loss or damage in connection therewith or consequential thereupon.  

6. Abandonment: If the tenant does not respond to an abandonment notice, the tenant loses the right of possession of the rentable premises. The landlord does not have to file for a formal eviction, due to the abandonment clauses in the lease agreement or landlord and tenant laws of the State of Maryland.

7. Surrender of Premises: As the expiration of the lease term, the tenant will surrender the premises in as good a state and condition as they were at the commencement of the lease, reasonable use and wear and tear damages by the elements are acceptable.

8. Access & Inspection: It is mutually agreed that the landlord reserves the right to access the property during reasonable hours and upon reasonable notice, to make repairs or inspect the property and all other necessary purposes.

9. Appliance and/or equipment care, use & maintenance:  The tenant will, at its sole expense, keep and maintain the premises and facilities in good sanitary condition and repair during the term and any renewal of this lease. Equipment on the premises is to be maintained and used properly by the lessee.  

Lessee is responsible for the repairs and/or replacement of all equipment.  Lessee agrees to take proper care of the leased premises, fixtures, stations, shampoo bowls, dryers, styling chairs, barber chairs, appliances, chattels, carpets etc. and return all in substantially the same condition as when received.  The lessee shall at their own cost and expense repair or replace the aforementioned equipment. 

Lessee is responsible for dumping his/her own trash/garbage in the rentable premises and common area(s).

10. Leased premises: The above mentioned suite shall be used for the purpose stated in this agreement.  The tenant will conduct its business upon the premises in such manner as to comply with all statutes, bylaws, rules and regulations of any federal, state, municipal and landlord. 

No pets or animals are allowed to be kept in or about the premises or in any common areas in the building.  

11. Utilities and Other costs: Reasonable utility accommodations are included in lease for the term expressed above.  However, the landlord will not be responsible for negligence, misuse, abuse or abnormal uses of electric and water. Any such misuses or uses found outside of the agreed purposes will be grounds for termination of this lease.

12. Security Deposit: The tenant may not use the Security Deposit as payment for the rent, unless otherwise agreed upon and by way of written consent.

13. Common Areas, Facilities and Parking: Those portions of the building areas, improvements, facilities, utilities, equipment and installations, parking areas, driveways, loading area, storage mechanical and electrical rooms, landscaped areas, cleaning and operation equipment etc. are to be maintained by each lessee.

Only properly insured motor vehicles may be parked in the parking area.

14. Quiet Enjoyment: The lessee will peaceably occupy the premises for the agreed term.

15. Governing Law:  This lease will be construed in accordance with and governed by the laws of the State of Maryland

16. Assignment and Subletting: The tenant will not assign the lease, or sublet or grant any concession or license to use the premises or any part of the premises.  As assignment, subletting, concession, or license, whether by operation of law or otherwise, will be void and will at the landlord’s option, terminate this lease.

17. Interior/Exterior: Remodeling, painting, redecoration and related services.  The tenant will obtain written permission from the landlord before doing any of the following:

a. Painting, wallpapering, redecorating or in any way significantly altering the appearance of the premises;  
b. Removing or adding walls or performing any structural alterations;
c. Changing the amount of heat or power normally used on the premises as well as installing additional electrical wiring or heating units;
d. Placing or exposing or allowing to be placed or exposed anywhere inside or outside the premises any placard, notice or sign for advertising or any other purpose;
e. Affixing to or erecting upon or near the premises any radio or TV antenna or tower, or satellite dish; or
f. Installing or affixing upon or near the premises any plan equipment, machinery or apparatus without the landlord’s prior consent;

Interior/exterior decorating services are available by the landlord for additional fees.

18. Condition & Repairs: This property is leased in “as-is” condition at the time the agreement is executed.  Landlord will be responsible for major repair, building redecoration, maintenance including but not limited to: roof plumbing electric and heating systems not caused by the lessees abuse or negligence.

19. Emergencies: The lessee will notify promptly the landlord of any damage or of any situation that may significantly interfere with the normal use of the building, common areas or rental premises. Emergency situations such as fire, flood and loss of heat with outside temperature below 50 degrees will be acknowledged by calling QSL Real Estate at 410-849-9173.

20. Lock Change: Under NO circumstances, shall the lessee change the locks on the premises without consulting the landlord.  The landlord must have a duplicate key to the premises at all times.

21. Insurance: The lessee is aware of the special insurance responsibilities of being a lessee i.e. the landlord’s insurance DOES NOT cover the lessee’s personal property for loss from fire, theft, burglary, additional living expenses (in case of fire, etc.) personal liability or medical payments for injury to person or property, occasioned wholly or in a part by an act or omission of the lessee or of his guests, employees, assignees or subleases.  Contact an Insurance Agent for “Lessee Policy” Insurance.

22. Overholding: If the tenant continues to occupy the premises without written consent of the landlord after the expiration or other termination of the term, the tenant will be a month-to-month tenant at a minimum monthly rental equal to twice the lease amount.

23. Lease agreement term: After the said lease term, this agreement must be renewed at landlord’s option.  It is the landlord’s prerogative to change the terms after the current lease agreement expires.
